Visual aids such as transparencies should be prepared according to a set of guidelines, which will be sent to authors with each acceptance letter. All conference participants, including authors and session chairmen, are expected to pay conference registration fee, presentation fee (authors only) and their travel expenses. The SICE International Scholarship will be granted to selected foreign researchers who are young, have potential ability to contribute to the field of Instrument and Control Engineering, and come to Japan to present their papers.
